GARDENER’S CORNER-GOOD NEWS AND BAD NEWS
The abundance of snow on the ground is good news
for our plants since they insulate the root systems
from the cold weather plus the melting snow this
spring will provide needed water following a long,
drying winter. The bad news is that snow provides a
shelter for voles (field mice). The mice feed on
grass during the winter. When the snow is gone,
check your lawn for mice trails. Also, lawn mold
may be an issue this spring. When in doubt, take a
sample to the MSU Extension Center or your local
garden center for analysis.
