It has been a tough year for the many homeless women, 

children and men of Macomb County, numbers contin-

ue to grow as it is still very difficult to secure employment 

and housing. Federal dollars are decreasing as well. Our 

annual benefit concert is one of our major fundraisers 

that has been successful for three years running, due to 

your support and some really talented performers.

 would like to apprise the 

MCREST Community as to a 

fund-raising project that 

MCREST is about to embark 

upon. MCREST was recently gifted a 

house in the City of Eastpointe by Buy Right Properties, 

LLC. Buy Right Properties picked up this home with a 

couple of hundred other homes at the county tax sale. 

The vacant three bedroom house is located on Alberta 

Street in  nice neighborhood, it is a new home with a 2 

car garage, basement and a decent size fenced yard. And   

although there is a considerable amount of renovation 

that needs to be done in order to get the house back on 

the market, we are confident that with the fair market 

cost of making the house marketable ($5,000 -$10,000), 

we estimate the value of this home to be $30,000 to 

$40,000. 

 We would like to secure as much as possible 

from a    volunteer standpoint to provide a greater profit 

margin and are currently trying to come up with an accu-

rate     account of the supplies and skills that would be 

needed to complete our first project. 

 We know for certain that we will need plumbing,         

electrical, cement, dry wall services and heating and    

cooling. We also will need a furnace, hot water heater, 

dry wall, paint, carpet and concrete. If you have these 

skills or can contribute to the renovation of this home, 

we need you and would be very grateful for your time, 

skills, and assistance.

Yet 

people do. Statistically 1 in 5 children live be-

low poverty.  Almost 1000 children were home-

less in Macomb County when the last school 

year ended.  

 United Way of Southeastern Michigan 

is leading the metro area in the fight against 

hunger.  In Michigan 1.8 million people rely on 

food stamp assistance for nutrition.  Without 

decent nutrition people becomes ill, chronic 

disease become worse, hospitalization leads to 

job loss, and eventually, homelessness.
